La Galerie Nationale Tretiakov est 'un des principaux musées
de Russie. Fondé au 19éme siécle comme un musée de la
peinture russe, la Tretiakov dispose aujourd’hui d’une collection
de plus de 200 000 ceuvres, dont 7500 d'art contemporain.

Fin 2001, la Galerie Tretiakov a recu une collection de plus de
1500 ceuvres rassemblées par Andrei Erofeev, historien de 'art
et conservateur, conservée jusqu'alors au Musée T'saritsyno.
En 2002, gréce a cette collection, considérée alors comme

la plus importante et la plus significative collection publique
d'art contemporain en Russie, la Galerie Tretiakov a créé un
département dédié a l'art contemporain.

Andrei Erofeev is an art historian and chair of the Russian
section of AICA (International Association of Art Critics).

He has served as curator in numerous museums, including

the State Tretyakov Gallery (2002-2008), where he was head
of the contemporary art department, specially created to house
his collection. He is currently curator at the Moscow Museum
of Modern Art (MMOMA). Andrei Erofeev has curated over
50 exhibitions, notably 7o the Object (Moscow and Amsterdam,
1990), Mad Twin (Moscow and Chateau d'Oiron, 1999-2000),
Cetinje Biennale (Montenegro 1994, 2002), Russian Pop Art
(Moscow, 2005) and Sozs Art (Moscow and Paris, la maison
rouge, 2007).

The State Tretyakov Gallery

The State Tretyakov Gallery is one of the leading museums

in Russia. Founded in the 19th century as a museum of Russian
painting, today its collection consists of more than 200,000
works, including 7,500 works of contemporary art.

In late 2001, the State Tretyakov Gallery received a collection

of more than 1,500 works which had been gathered by art
historian and curator, Andrei Erofeev, and kept in the T'saritsyno
Museum-Reserve. In 2002, on the basis of this collection, which
was at the time the largest and most significant state-owned
collection of contemporary art in Russia, a dedicated
department was created in the Gallery.
